During Lent we explore the wisdom of Celtic Spirituality. Celtic
"\ Christian spirituality refers to a set of practices and beliefs in
2 Ireland, Scotland, and Wales that developed in the early fifth
‘. century during the development of the monastic tradition.
& Many of these practices have roots in desert spirituality; Celtic

monks considered the teachings of the desert mothers and

fathers essential wisdom. Celtic pre-Christian culture, dating back to 500
B.C.E., permeated the land, and these beliefs also strongly influenced
Celtic spiritual practices. As a result, much of Celtic Christianity can be
characterized by a strongly incarnational theology: The natural world, in
particular, reveals the creator. Matter is infused with the divine presence
and offers glimpses of the world behind the surface of things.
