EXCERPTS FROM PNC’S REPORT TO SESSION 
     The PNC has adopted a policy that all communicaƟons to bodies outside 
the CommiƩee, including the Session and the congregaƟon, require advance 
approval of wriƩen copy by a vote of the PNC. This report received PNC 
approval in accordance with the policy. This policy is not intended to limit 
communicaƟons to the PNC, which will be received and given respecƞul 
consideraƟon as part of the CommiƩee’s discernment work. 
     At the PNC’s regular meeƟng on December 5, 2022, we voted to submit 
our completed Ministry InformaƟon Form (MIF) to Session for review, 
along with a request to consider approving the MIF at the December 20, 
2022 Session meeƟng. The PNC asks for Session assistance in facilitaƟng 
prompt review and approval by the Presbytery.
